3. Note that sitting on any item of gymnastics equipment is strictly prohibited. 	

4. Keep children (and out of session gymnasts) off of all gymnastics equipment. 

They must remain in the spectator area if not currently participating. 	

5. Refrain from public disparagement, gossip and criticisms. If you have anything 

negative to report, please follow the appropriate procedure (see complaints 

procedure on notice board). 	

6. Avoid interrupting the class or distracting the coaches / gymnasts.  	

7. Refrain from using photography of any kind. 	

8. Be considerate with regard to volume, language and topics of conversation. 	

9. Do not leave litter. 	

10. Enjoy watching gymnastics.
